2. All feeders and steers must be dehorned and castrated and healed to be able to show.

3. Entries close at 9pm Thursday, June 12, 2025. All registration will be done via the online
form. Any out of state pull ins must come with completed health papers.

4. Parking will be made available across the road from the Fairgrounds. There will be no
parking on the fairgrounds for the Open Shows.

5. Grooming is allowed.
6. NO STRAW BEDDING.
7. All pens/stalls or spaces must be cleaned before leaving and premiums are paid.

8. Any verbal or posted changes made by the Fair Boards take precedence over written
materials.

9. Beginner Dairy or Beef Showmanship: 9 - 11 (As of 1/1/2025) includes feeders and steers.

10. Intermediate Dairy or Beef Showmanship: 12 - 15 (As of 1/1/2025) includes feeders and
steers.

11. Senior Dairy or Beef Showmanship: 16 - 18 (As of 1/1/2025) includes feeders and steers.
12. Over and Out Showmanship: 19 and up includes feeders and steers.

13. Shows will consist of Beef Feeders, Cross Feeder, and Dairy Beef Feeders 750 Ibs and
under, Beef and Dairy Steers 750 Ibs and over, Dairy or Beef Heifers

14. Any pull in entries are dismissed after shows.
15. Entry fees: $20.00 per single class entry, $5.00 per single showmanship entry.

16. Dairy feeders must be a 100% dairy breed or it will show as a Cross feeder.
